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The Laytons are a busy and creative family. Sophie is making her debut at the Cranbrook Art Show, where she will be exhibiting together with her father Peter Layton, one of Europe’s leading glass artists. 

A hard act to follow? Yes.  But Sophie has taken up a residency at London Metropolitan University, and has several exhibitions and steady sales to show for her efforts. Her work consists of  Monotypes, which are unique prints; each one different, even when based on a particular theme, such as her current series entitled “The Presence of Absence”, owing to the very painterly approach she takes  - something she has in common with her father.

He too, approaches each piece of blown glass in a painterly way, mixing and using colours to achieve complex abstract effects and compositions. Both are concerned with the effects of light to achieve a certain mysterious and intangible quality in the work, and both are extremely collectible – Peter as the grand old man of British Glass and Sophie as a raw, and as yet  undiscovered talent, for whom I predict a great future.
